BSPS classes, whether or not members of the BSPS are subject to the Constitution and Rules of the BSPS, including disciplinary 

procedures, and shall be deemed to have consented to the jurisdiction of the BSPS.  

 

All Rules as per the 2010 BSPS Rule & Show handbook, except for any new or amended rules as include in this schedule.  

All ponies must be four years old or over. 

 

The following classes are qualifiers for the BSPS 2010 Winter Championship Show. 

 

In the novice classes the 1
st
, 2

nd
 & 3

rd
 prizewinners will qualify 

In the Open classes 1
st
, 2

nd
 & 3

rd
 prizewinners overall in each class will qualify and the three highest placed restricted animals in 

each class will qualify. 

In the mixed height open classes 1
st
, 2

nd
, 3

rd
 & 4

th
 prizewinners overall in each class will qualify and the four highest placed 

restricted animals in each class will qualify.  

In the open first pony of show hunter type class the 1
st
, 2

nd
 & 3

rd
 prizewinners will qualify   

Restricted animals may also be placed in the overall class and may qualify for both the open and restricted sections. 

Riders on restricted animals must wear an armband 

 

Animals must be registered before the date of the show at which they qualify for the winter championships and must be ridden be 

BSPS members except in the case of exhibitors who have never been members before who are allowed 7 days in which to 

become members and register their ponies, providing they have a valid J.M.B certificate before the date of the championship 

they qualify for.

Any pony that has qualified for the Nursery Stakes Class at the RIHS in 2009 or the current year is not eligible for the restricted 

qualification in the Open Nursery Stakes Class 

Restricted Open WHP/Intermediate WH 

Any animal that has qualified for the WHP/WH Classes at the RIHS or HOYS in 2009 or the current year is not eligible for the 

restricted qualification in the open WHP/WH classes 

Restricted Open Heritage Mountain & Moorland WHP 

Any pony that has qualified for the M & M WHP Classes at the RIHS, HOYS or Olympia in 2009 or the current year is not 

eligible for the restricted qualification in the Heritage M & M WHP classes 

Restricted open show hunter pony 

Any pony that has qualified for the SHP classes at the RIHS or HOYS 2009 or the current year is not eligible for the restricted 

qualification in the SHP classes 

Restricted Open Heritage Mountain & Moorland Ridden  

Any pony that has qualified for the M&M Ridden classes at the RIHS, HOYS or Olympia in 2009 or the current year is not 

eligible for the restricted qualification in the Heritage M&M Ridden Classes   

 

Ages of riders of stallions  



Riders must be 12 years old or over on 1
st
 January in the current year to ride any pony stallion not exceeding 138cms or small 

breed M & M stallions i.e. Dartmoor, Exmoor, Shetland and Welsh section A & B 

Riders must be 14 years old or over on 1
st
 January in the current years to ride any pony stallion exceeding 138cms or large breed 

M & M stallions i.e. Connemara, Dales, Fells, Highland, New Forest, and Welsh C & D.
